Executive Board Positions Available for the 2010/2011 School Year

he President shall 1) preside at Executive Board meetings and general Booster meetings. 2)
Appoint a nominating committee, director, and unit representatives. 3) Serve as an ex-officio
member of all committees, except the nominating committee. 4) Fill, by appointment, vacancies
that occur on the Executive Board, with the approval of the remaining members. 5) Act as the
primary liaison between the Director and the Booster Club, and 6) Act as the Director’s liaison when
the Director is unable to attend a board meeting.

he First Vice President shall 1) aid and assist the President 2) act in the capacity of President
during the President’s absence. Succeed to the office of President for the remainder of the term if|
that office becomes vacant. In cooperating with the second Vice President, organize and conduct
fund raising projects, with the approval of the Executive Board.

he Second Vice President shall: In cooperation with the First Vice President, organize and conduct
fund raising projects with the approval of the Executive board.

he Secretary shall: Keep a written record (minutes) of all Executive Board and General Booster
meetings. Handle all correspondence of the Executive Board. Keep a current copy of the Bylaws and
Standing Rules.

he Treasurer shall: Receive accountings of all deposits of Booster funds from the Fiscal Secretary.
Issue payments according to procedures described in Article VII. Present a written statement of
account at every meeting of the organization and at other times when requested by the Executive
Board. Submit a full annual report to the organization by the last meeting of the fiscal year.

he Fiscal Secretary shall be responsible for the coordination of the collection of all funds of the
Booster organization and coordinate the deposit of all funds with the fiscal institution(s) authorized
by the Booster Board. He/she shall provide an accounting of all funds collected on a monthly basis,
in a manner requested by the Treasurer, the Booster Board and the Auditor.

he Student Accounts Representative shall maintain accurate records of all student accounts and
mail account statements to parents or guardians of students monthly.

he Auditor shall audit the books and financial records in January and at the end of the fiscal yea
in June and prepare a written report to present to the Executive Board.
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he Director of the Newsletter shall publish the monthly newsletter, with information including
upcoming events and activities, fund raising projects and booster meeting times.

he Director of Communications shall contact all members by email or telephone regarding
\:pcoming events and activates.

he Director of Equipment shall be responsible for props and equipment for field shows and other
[ntertainment unit performances, and will organize and direct a support crew for each

performance.

he Director of Uniforms shall be responsible for the fitting, distribution and maintenance of the
marching band uniforms.

he Director of New Members shall be responsible for coordinating activities related to new
[member welcome and orientation, recruiting and student band camp registration.

The Director of Publicity shall publicize entertainment unit and booster events to the public
through press releases, sighs and other methods as appropriate.

The Director of Hospitality shall organize meals or snacks for the entertainment unit at
Iperformances during the fall season.

The Unit Representatives shall act as liaisons between their units and the Executive Board. They
will contact and organize volunteers to assist in the function of their respective units. They will
supply information regarding performances, competitions and events to the Director of the
Newsletter.
